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Literacy
Our focus stories for this half term will be 'The

Journey Home from Grandpa's' by Jemima
Lumley and 'Big Blue Train' by Julia Jarman.

We will also share lots of other stories linked to
our topic. In phonics we will work on the aspect

'body percussion' (making sounds such as
clapping, tapping, stamping). The older children

will practise recognising their name.

Communication/Language

worker groups. As part of our topic, the children

 We will encourage lots of self

*Sing nursery rhymes, counting
songs and action rhymes regularly

*Encourage your child to be
independent with their self care,
such as dressing, hand washing

and brushing teeth 
*Use Maths at every given

opportunity, e.g. counting steps,
the number of dinner plates to put

out, numbers they see around
them.
