Music

During the music sessions the
children will learn all about the
differences between pulse,
rhythm and pitch and learn
how to rap and enjoy it in its
original form

In Geography our project for this term will be 'Our
Wonderful World'. This project teaches children about
physical and human features, maps, cardinal compass
points, and positional and directional language. They are
introduced to settlements of the United Kingdom. The
children will carry out simple fieldwork to find out about
local physical and human features

In RE we will be thinking
about the question,
'What do Christians
believe God is like?' The
children will learn about
God, and discuss what
they think he is like. 

Geography
As Historians the children will continue to learn words
and phrases related to the passage of time. They will
explore artefacts to help them to understand childhood
in the past and how childhood has changed over time.
They will explore the six stages of life and explore
timelines and will use maps to explore how places have
changed over time and highlight any similarities or
differences.
 

Art / D&T
In Art our topic is ‘Mix It’. During this
topic the children will learn about
basic colour theory by studying the
colour wheel and colour mixing. 
In D&T our topic is ‘Chop, Slice and
Mash’. The children will learn about
how to chop, slice and mash
different fruits and vegetables.  

During computing lessons the children will
learn to use a range of tools when using a
digital painting program. The children will
then use the tools to create their own
digital paintings, while gaining inspiration
from a range of artists’ work. 
The children will also be learning about
how to use computers and online
resources safely.
