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Numeracy

Our main areas of study for this half term will focus
on the unit on fractions.

Adding and subtracting fractions
Converting whole numbers to mixed fractions

Your child will continue developing their knowledge
of the times tables. I would appreciate it if you could
support their learning by practising their times
tables at home. Our main focus this half term will be
6, 7 and 9 times table.

Literacy

This half term, Year 4's literacy sessions will focus
around the realistic fiction book 'Granny came here
on the Empire Windrush’ by Patrice Lawrence. We
will be making inferences about the hardships of the
characters and life in Britain post WWII.
 
Our main areas of writing will be:

Non-chronological report
Diary entries
Letter writing.

During our reading lessons, we will continue reading
and discussing the non-fiction book, ‘Viking
Voyagers’ by Jake Tite. Science

In Science we will continue to be focusing on the unit 'Living things and their habitats’'. We will deepen our
knowledge on how to group living things using classification keys and how different environments effect

these groups. Children will be applying their skills to practical and interesting experiments to help develop
their learning within Science.

Music

In Music we will be
working alongside a

specialist music
teacher who will be

teaching us to
develop our

glockenspiel skills. 

Computing

In computing we will
continue to learn about

the various ways we
can use the internet.
We will also continue
to learn about how to

be safe online,

Art/DT

We will continue to
focus on our Art unit

called 'Warp and Weft',
and our DT unit ‘Tomb
Builders‘. Children will
be involved in practical

activities wherever
possible.

History/Geography
This half term we will continue our History unit called 'Vikings in Yorkshire' where we will learn about the
Viking invasion and the changes they made to our local area. In Geography, we will also continue learning
about Rivers and locating them on a map. We will use photos, maps, sources and technology to research

and develop our knowledge about the units.
