Children
will be involved in
practical activities
wherever possible.

History/Geography
This half term we will continue learning about our History unit called 'What was Britain like during Tudor

times?' where we will learn about the Tudor monarchs and how life was different to ours during this era. In
Geography, we will also be continuing our new unit of ‘Mountains’ focusing on the Himalayan mountains.

We will use photos, maps, sources and technology to research and develop our knowledge about the units.
