Literacy

This half term, we will be focusing on the text
‘Curiosity’ by Marku Motum and ‘High Rise’ by Sharna
Jackson. During literacy lessons, your child will also be
focusing on developing their skills with sentence
structure, grammar, spellings and handwriting.

Art/DT

This term we will be looking at the theme
‘Expression’. This project teaches children about the
Expressionist art movement and the 'Father of
Expressionism', Edvard Munch. They explore
different ways to portray feelings and emotions in art
to create an imaginative self-portrait. While in D&T
lessons we will look at different styles of
Architecture.

Science

In Science our main topic will be looking at the
differences in the life cycles of mammals,
amphibians, insects and birds.

We will also look at how plants and animals
produce offspring by the life process of
reproduction.

Music

During music lessons the children will
continue to learn how to play the
Glockenspiel and use their instrument to
create accompaniments. We will use the
music platform Charanga to enhance our
performance skills. We will also be using our
performance skills to enhance our musicality.

Our PE lessons will be on a Thursday. These
will be outside wherever possible so your
child will need their PE Kit of plain red shorts
and plain white t-shirt, as well as their black
outdoor kit with a pair of trainers.

Main areas of study:

Geography
